Today, they pour roughly 150 
times that amount into a variety of media that seek to infiltrate every corner of children’s worlds. 
                                                        

Commercial Television 
The average American child today is exposed to an estimated 40,000 TV commercials a year – over 100 a day.  A task force of the  
American Psychological Association (APA) has recommended restrictions on advertising that targets children under the age of eight, 
based on research showing that children under this age are unable to critically comprehend televised advertising messages and are 
prone to accept advertiser messages as truthful, accurate and unbiased.
